8. "Subcontract" means any contract placed by SELLER or lower-tier subcontractors under this
Contract.
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C. INDEMNITY

SELLER shall indemnify and hold LOCKHEED MARTIN harmless from and against any cost, price
reduction, withholding, offset, penalty, interest, claim, demand, determination of unallowability,
unallocability or unreasonableness, or any other civil, criminal, or administrative liability, whether
arising under statute, regulation, contract or common law, and shall reimburse LOCKHEED MARTIN
for all of its damages and associated costs, including reasonable attorney fees and other expenses,
if said liability is attributable to the SELLER or SELLER’s suppliers’ failure to comply with these U.S.
Government Provisions and Clauses.
